'Good Scientist' is No. 2 in a series of singles to be released by German band Woog Riots. The first single was 'Yayoi Kusama' in April 2020. The core of 'Good Scientist' is that conspiracy theories are annoying. Woog Riots believe in the scientific method: “Observations, experiments, searching for evidence, testing ideas, debate, work together, communicate”. Instead of wearing tin foil hats the two Woog Riots Silvana Battisti and Marc Herbert used vocoders in this song: an echo to the musical Retro-Futurism invented by Kraftwerk. Of course Woog Riots know about the dark side of science in the context of power, war and economy. This will be issued in another song called 'Who makes the stars'. 

The single 'Good Scientist' was produced the same way as their their latest album 'Cut up and paste' (released 2019): Recorded in their living room, reworked and mixed by Lolo Blümler and techno-musician and producer Jörn Elling Wuttke (Primitive Painter, Alter Ego, Sensorama, Acid Jesus).
